Globalization and financial crisis is the theme of the 39th World Congress of Finance Executives  in Paris December 14-17, 2008
29 October 2008
"Globalization and Financial Crisis: New Challenges for the CFO" is the central theme of FINANCIUM 2008, the 39th World Congress of Finance Executives, to be held in Paris, December 14-17, 2008 at the Palais des Congrès -Porte Maillot.

Following congresses in Tokyo (2007) and Berlin (2006), the Paris event is expected to attract more than 2,500 finance executives and decision-makers from France and around the world.  The event is organized by DFCG, the French Financial Executives Association, on behalf of IAFEI, the International Association of Financial Executive Institutes.  

Among the confirmed speakers are Laurence Parisot, President of the French CEO Organization MEDEF; Charles Tilley, President of the Chartered Institute of Management Accountants (UK); Helmut Schnabel, President of IAFEI (Germany); Thierry Moulonguet, CFO of Renault; Daniel Bacqueroët, CFO of Brinks France and President of DFCG; Daniel Kurkdjian, President Grant Thornton France; and over 100 renowned CFO's, bankers, economists, experts and leaders of financial associations.
“In this year of economic turmoil, financial decision makers are asking themselves where things are heading and how best to lead their businesses through the turbulence,” stated Armand Angeli, President of the FINANCIUM World Congress Organizing Committee.  “In bringing together more than 2,500 international executives involved daily in making financial decisions and managing risks, along with accountants, bankers, economists and other experts, the Paris congress creates a valuable forum of exchange at a critical time, following on the heels of the US Presidential elections and recent meetings of nations and institutions to discuss the future of the global financial system.  We expect a very high level of analysis and debate about the new challenges and risks facing CFO’s and their businesses, and the sharing of views on how these are being addressed,” concluded Armand Angeli.
Over the course of the three-day conference, more than 25 keynote speeches, plenary conferences and expert panel discussions will cover topics high on the agendas of financial decision makers including: the credit crunch, corporate governance, financing international development, outsourcing, and the new roles and challenges facing CFO's. 

On Monday 15 December, the CFO of the Year Trophy will be awarded to a chief financial officer selected by a jury for outstanding contribution to his or her organization’s success. In 2007 the trophy was awarded to Nicolas Dufourq, CFO of Capgemini.
